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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks SA2 for LS on E-RABs that cannot be handed over to 2G/3G or 5G. RAN3 acknowledges the solution described in CR [S2-2103062]. However it is not clear in RAN3 that whether the switch off of PS HO should be enforced in the whole LTE network. For example, one Operator has 5G&SRVCC and willing to switch off PS HO while another Operator 2 only has SRVCC without 5G seems not to switch off PS HO based on it’s policy. In this case, it is possible that a UE may handover from 5G to 4G in Operator 1 and continue move to Operator 2 in RRC_Connected mode. SRVCC can not be guarantee because eNBs in Operator 2 does not switch off the PS HO. 

In addition, if PS HO switch off in the whole 4G network, then it is not clear in RAN3 that how to handle PS HO originally come from 4G. Then it is RAN3’s understanding that eNB may need to differentiate 5G SRVCC related  E-RAB from others. RAN3 has discussed following cases even with PS HO being switched off.
Case 1:  UE has 2 E-RABs need to be handover from 4G to 2/3G. One E-RAB is SRVCC from 5G. The other E-RAB is PS service from 5G.
Case 2:  UE has 2 E-RABs. One E-RAB is SRVCC from 5G. The other E-RAB is PS service original from 4G.

Case 3:  UE has 1 SRVCC E-RAB from  5G/4g.

Case 4:  UE has 1 PS E-RAB from 4G.

Case 5:  UE has 1 PS E-RAB from 5G.
It is RAN3 ‘s understanding that PS HO switch off only apply to case 1 and case 5. RAN2 kind ask SA2 to confirm the understanding and confirm whether eNB need to differentiate E-RABs originally come from.
