[bookmark: OLE_LINK210][bookmark: OLE_LINK211]In current X2AP and XnAP specifications, the initiate node can request the peer neighbour gNB to only reply certain cells’ served cell information by indicating the NR CGIs of the requested NR cells in X2/Xn SETUP REQUEST, X2/Xn CONFIGURATION UPDATE messages. 
For the CSI-RS configuration request, a similar solution can be applied, which means that the initiate node indicates the list of NR-CGIs for which the CSI-RS configuration information are required in X2/Xn SETUP REQUEST, X2/Xn CONFIGURATION UPDATE messages.
The tentative spec changes are as below.
