In order to use it as an indicator for SCG removal, a clarification is needed in the procedural text. The addition in text would need to state that if the SCG resources for all the E-RABs of a UE are set to not present in the EN-DC Resource Configuration IE, then this implies that the SCG is removed.
Based on the above the following is proposed:

Conclusion
