· Change ‘dual connecitivtiy’-> ‘dual connectivity’ in the second paragraph of 16.3.3.1.
Since the change is just on the word spelling and will not bring essential issue, we suggest to endorse the RAN Slicing BLCR 38.300 in R3-220031, and the BLCR Rapporteur please update this editorial next time when we prepare new version of BLCR.

	As we commented in CB# Slicing3, we noticed that current statement in the specification is confusing, there’re two RFSP IEs in the same message, one RFSP index is associated with Allowed NSSAI, another RFSP index is associated with Target NSSAI. The former should be stored once received, the latter may not be stored when received according to the current discussion, but NG-RAN node will handle them the same according to the specification below,
Upon receipt of the INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message the NG-RAN node shall
-	attempt to execute the requested PDU session configuration;
-	store the received UE Aggregate Maximum Bit Rate in the UE context, and use the received UE Aggregate Maximum Bit Rate for Non-GBR QoS flows for the concerned UE as specified in TS 23.501 [9];
-	store the received Mobility Restriction List in the UE context;
-	store the received UE Radio Capability in the UE context;
-	store the received Index to RAT/Frequency Selection Priority in the UE context and use it as defined in TS 23.501 [9];
So we think the clarification may be needed, one example can be as follows
-	store the received Index to RAT/Frequency Selection Priority associated with the Allowed NSSAI in the UE context and use it as defined in TS 23.501 [9];
