1. Introduction
This paper proposes some opinions regarding introducing a PRB usage load status metric for inter-system load balancing based on the discussion in RAN3 #114e.
2. Discussion
After RAN3 #114e meeting the following open issues are remaining related to PRB usage load status metric for inter-system load balancing [1]:

Issue 1: PRB usage – is this beneficial to have? Are there any technical questions on the proposed solution? 

Introduce PRB usage for load status metric if no show stopper exists, to be continued in next meeting

During offline discussion, there was some level of support for introducing a PRB usage load status metric for inter-system load balancing [2]. Contribution [3] provided extensive description to support such metric.

We support example and observations provided in [3]. PRB usage together with total number of PRBs will provide a clear and transparent target cell guidance for a source eNB cell for LB HO without excessive signaling overhead.
Proposal 1: Proposed to introduce PRB usage as a load status metric for inter-system load balancing.
