However the procedure text for the optional QoS Monitoring Disabled IE is missing. The QoS Monitoring Disabled IE is included in the QoS Flow Level QoS Parameters IE, which may be included in many procedures e.g. over Xn 
· Handover Request
· Retrieve UE Context Reponse
· S-Node Additon Request
· S-node Modification Request

It should be clarified which of above messages can carry the QoS Monitoring Disabled IE. A typical example is that there is no need to carry this IE in the DRB setup case. Instead, only for DRB modify case, the QoS Monitoring Disabled IE could be included.
