1 Overall description
RAN3 has discussed solutions for handling of the S-MBR and Target NSSAI. 
For the handling of the S-MBR, RAN3 has agreed to the following principles:
It is agreed to signal the S-MBR over the NG interface in a way similar to the UE AMBR, namely as part of the following messages:

· NG: PDU Session Resource Setup Request
· NG: Initial UE Context Setup Request
· NG: Handover Request 
· NG: UE Context Modification Request
RNA3 could not converge on what behaviour the NG-RAN should follow when enforcement of the S-MBR in UL is not feasible.

For the handling of the Target NSSAI, RAN3 has agreed to the following principles:
It is agreed to signal the Target NSSAI over the NG interface as part of the following messages:

· INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST
· DOWNLINK NAS TRANSPORT
· HANDOVER REQUEST
· PATH SWITCH REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE

RAN3 also discussed whether the Target NSSAI should be considered valid by the NG-RAN until redirection of the UE to the target cells/frequency is carried out, or whether the Target NSSAI should be considered invalid at some point in time after been received by the NG-RAN. RAN3 would like to ask SA2 to provide clarifications on this matter.
