There are two options for the target gNB to encode the Data forwarding Accepted IE in the Handover Request Acknowledge Transfer IE: 

Option 1: the Data Forwarding Accepted IE of the HO Request Acknowledge Transfer IE should include all QoS flow expected to be forwarded (i.e. including the ones both over the PDU session tunnel and the DRB level forwarding tunnel

Option 2: the Data Forwarding Accepted IE of the HO Request Acknowledge Transfer IE includes only the QoS flows expected to be forwarded over the PDU session tunnel.  

Following the on line discussions, it has been agreed on option 1 and to update the CR in tdoc R3-221808 accordingly i.e. to make clear for both target and source gNBs that option 1 is the right option to follow.

The draft R3-222512 has been dropped in the CB folder with the proposed revision.

About the “Data Forwarding Accepted IE” at the target NG-RAN node side, we are thinking instead of adding the clarification in the semantic descriptions, we can add it into the procedure texts clearly. 
For example, in section 8.4.2
Handover Resource Allocation, 
-
The Data Forwarding Accepted IE if the data forwarding for the QoS flow is accepted to be forwarded over the PDU session tunnel or the  DRB forwarding tunnel.

	We are fine with the CR including also the minor change proposed by Samsung.

	Ericsson
	The proposed change is backwards not compatible and cannot be accepted.
NGAP today specifies;

If the HANDOVER COMMAND message contains the QoS Flow to be Forwarded List IE within the Handover Command Transfer IE for a given PDU session, then the source NG-RAN node should initiate data forwarding for the listed QoS flows over the forwarding tunnel specified in the DL Forwarding UP TNL Information IE as specified in TS 38.300 [8].

When the target NG-RAN decided not to do PDU session tunnel Data Forwarding,  DL Forwarding UP TNL Information and the QoS Flow to be Forwarded List will not be included.
With the first and the second changes in the CR, it is now mandatory to include the QoS Flow to be Forwarded List, even the data forwarding is only on DRB. This would cause product change and not acceptable.
For the third change in 9.3.2.13, Quoted below, if now the “Data Forwarding Accepted” Flag is supposed to Flag all the QoS flows, both by PDU session tunnel and DRB tunnel, does it mean that all the QoS Flow Identifier would have the “Flag”. 

Then why do we need this flag?

The IE QoS Flow List with Data Forwarding already listed Mandatory all the QoS flows to be forwarded!
