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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 thanks RAN2 for the LS on the PEI and UE Subgrouping. For the following two questions, RAN3 agrees the following answers. 
Question 1: Whether the mismatched understanding about the ‘last used cell’ between UE and NW still exists in NR, if so, whether the LTE method (i.e. to introduce ‘no last cell update’ indication in RRCRelease Message) can be reused?
Answer: RAN3 thinks that the mismatched understanding about the ‘last used cell’ between UE and NW also exists in NR (e.g., considering the slice level AMF overload). Hence RAN3 suggests to RAN2 that the LTE method can be reused. 


Question 2: Whether this problematic scenario can be avoided or needs to be resolved through signaling?
Answer: 	RAN3 understands this scenario can be avoided by uniformed CN subgrouping support in a certain area (e.g., in RA, in RAN area connected with the same AMF etc.) without signaling support.
