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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks SA3 for their LS on user consent, in which SA3 clarified that there should be a possibility for an operator to collect and handle user consent for location information in RLF/CEF.

RAN3 have additional questions for clarification for SA3:
1) 
2) In case a user does not provide consent, what should be the NG-RAN behaviour with regards to handling of RLF/CEF reports (accessibility measurements)? E.g., would that mean the NG-RAN shall not provide the location information to TCE or would this mean that the NG-RAN shall not request the location information from a UE? 
3) Is there any specific principle on the basis of which information that is subject to user consent can be identified? In lack of such principle, RAN3 asks whether the information to which user consent should apply should be up to implementation and operator configuration.
