1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN2 for LS on the PEI and UE Subgrouping. 

RAN3 would like to provide the following feedback for RAN2's questions.

Question 1: Whether the mismatched understanding about the ‘last used cell’ between UE and NW still exists in NR, if so, whether the LTE method (i.e. to introduce ‘no last cell update’ indication in RRCRelease Message) can be reused?

RAN3's answer: RAN3 thinks the mismatched understanding about the ‘last used cell’ between UE and NW also exists in NR. From RAN3 perspective, the mentioned LTE method can be reused for NR, However, it is up to RAN2. Furthermore, RAN3 agrees that "the PEI-capable gNB always reporting the last used cell information to AMF in the UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMPLETE message". The corresponding CR is attached.
Question 2: Whether this problematic scenario can be avoided or needs to be resolved through signaling?  (In this scenario, assuming that the anchor gNB does not support CN assigned subgrouping).

RAN3's answer: From RAN3 perspective, the problematic scenario can be avoided by implementation ,e.g., CN-assigned subgrouping support is uniform in a certain area e.g., RNA or TA. RAN3 has not a solution other than to assume deployment coordination. RAN3's understanding is that, RAN2 can decide whether a signaling-based solution is needed, as well as the exact solution.
