If the Management Based MDT PLMN List IE is contained in the HANDOVER REQUEST message, the target NG-RAN node shall, if supported, store the received information in the UE context, and use this information to allow subsequent selection of the UE for management based MDT defined in TS 32.422 [23], and also to allow acquisition of UE location information in RLF, connection failure and SCG failure reporting.

The source NG-RAN node shall, if supported and available in the UE context, include the Management Based MDT PLMN List IE in the HANDOVER REQUEST message, except if the source NG-RAN node selects a serving PLMN in the target NG-RAN node which is not included in the Management Based MDT PLMN List.
