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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on PEI and paging subgrouping and their questions on the potential signalling issues. RAN3 would like to provide the following feedback:
· Question 1: Whether the mismatched understanding about the ‘last used cell’ between UE and NW still exists in NR, if so, whether the LTE method (i.e. to introduce ‘no last cell update’ indication in RRCRelease Message) can be reused?
RAN3’s answer: the potential mismatch between UE and CN on what is the last used cell can be addressed by the PEI-capable gNB always reporting the last used cell information for a PEI-capable UE to the 5GCN in the Information on Recommended Cells and RAN Nodes for Paging IE signalled during the NG-AP UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMPLETE message.
· Question 2: Whether this problematic scenario [where certain gNB(s) within a RNA does not support CN-assigned subgrouping but others do] can be avoided or needs to be resolved through signaling?
RAN3’s answer: consistent and coherent support of gNB(s) capabilities within a tracking area of the targeted features, in this case for PEI and RRC_INACTIVE, is up to network implementation.
