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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 thanks RAN2 for their LS on the maximum PTW length of IDLE eDRX.

RAN3 notes that the maximum length of the PTW for NR connected to 5G CN in TS 38.423, TS 38.473 is currently 20.48 seconds. RAN3 understands that this maximum PTW value of 20.48 sec was decided to maintain balance between paging reliability assuming normal DRX values of 320ms, 640ms,1.28sec or 2.56sec and not to impact UE power consumption with large values of PTW.

The increase in the PTW length seems motivated by the scenario of long Idle DRX value combined with eDRX, but this may impact UE power consumption and it is not clear that such scenario is practical and should be supported. RAN3 would therefore like to ask RAN2 to consider whether the change is needed and provide any additional background on this if available. If the change is not essential, RAN3 would suggest that RAN2 consider aligning with the RAN3 and CT1 maximum values of 20.48 seconds instead.

2. Actions:
To RAN2 group.
ACTION: 	RAN3 asks RAN WG2 to reconsider their decision to set the maximum PTW length of IDLE eDRX to 40.96 seconds.
