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	Reason for change:
	It is unclear if the PLMN part of the TMGI should be processed in the gNB and if it should necessarily correspond to one of the PLMNs broadcast in SIB1 in a cell. However the R17 design allow all R17 functions of MBS to work while using the TMGI as MBS session identifier as a whole i.e. taking the PLMN ID contained in TMGI transparently.It doesn’t need to match one of the broadcasted PLMNs. 

If the PLMN of the TMGI matches one of the broadcast PLMNs then it can be encoded with PLMN Index in the RRC MBS configuration towards the UE, and if it doesn’t match it can be encoded as full PLMN ID.



	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is clarified that the PLMN part of the TMGI received in the MBS Session ID may not correspond to any broadcast PLMNs and shall be transparently handled by the NG-RAN node.

Impact assessment towards the previous version of the specification (same release):

This CR has an isolated impact towards the previous version of the specification (same release).

This CR only has an impact on the broadcast and multicast functions.
