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	Reason for change:
	IAB’s authorization can be changed to “not authorized” during its normal operation. MME may choose to detach the IAB-MT (including MME initiate the UE Context Release procedure to MeNB), or MME may keep the IAB-MT attached as a normal UE (e.g. has an optional PDN connection for OAM). In the later case, MME initiates the UE Context Modification procedure to inform the MeNB that the IAB authorized is changed to “not authorized”. MeNB need to ensure the IAB’s operation is stopped, e.g. initiate Secondary Node Release procedure, etc. 

However, current specification only defines “the eNB shall store the received IAB Authorized IE, if supported, in the UE context”, but does not define the MeNB to take actions to stop the IAB operation.

Upon receipt of the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUEST message the eNB shall
-	store the received Security Key IE, take it into use and associate it with the initial value of NCC as defined in TS 33.401 [15]
-	store the UE Security Capabilities IE and take them into use together with the received keys according to TS 33.401 [15].
-	if supported, store the NR UE Security Capabilities IE and use it as defined in TS 33.401 [15]
-	store the Subscriber Profile ID for RAT/Frequency priority IE and use it as defined in TS 36.300 [14].
-	if supported, store the Additional RRM Policy Index IE and use it as defined in TS 36.300 [14].
-	store the received IAB Authorized IE, if supported, in the UE context. If the IAB Authorized IE is set to "not authorized" for an IAB-MT, the eNB shall, if supported, initiate actions to ensure that the IAB node will not serve the UE(s).
