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Introduction

The mechanism of RACH indication has been agreed during past RAN3 meeting, however there are still some EN and FFS left in BLCRs, it is propose to remove the EN and FFS.

The receiving node need to consider retrieval multiple UEs associated with multiple request nodes. The more requests received, the more UE RA reports need to be retrieved and forwarding to corresponding node. In order to lower extra burden on the receiving node,especially MN node, it is propose to limit the RA retrieval request on a reasonable level.
In addition, the EN is left in BLCRs should need to be removed. 

Proposal: To remove EN from description of RACH Indication procedure in XNAP and X2AP and to set maxnoofRAReportIndications as 64 for XnAP and X2AP and to set maxnoofRAReportIndications as 16 for F1AP.
