	The presence of the Area Scope IE in NR QoE is optional. Meanwhile, the presence of the Area Scope IE in LTE QoE is mandatory. 
The reason why the Area Scope IE of QoE shall be optional is that the target  node does not need to receive the area scope from source node during the handover if the target node has already received it, which is the case, for management based QoE.
To sync up the presence of Area Scope IE in LTE QoE and NR QoE, the presence of the Area Scope IE for LTE QoE shall be corrected from M to O.

	Correct the presence of the Area Scope IE from M to O.

Impact assessment towards the previous version of the specification (same release):

This CR has an impact under protocol point of view.

The impact can be considered isolated because the change only affects QoE.
