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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 is discussing how to optimise the handover target selection by taking into account high importance network slices. As part of this discussion, RAN3 has identified a potential enhancement to the use of the Target NSSAI. 
According to such enhancement, the AMF is able to signal the Target NSSAI to the NG-RAN at any point in time (namely, not necessarily as a consequence of a rejected service request for a given S-NSSAI) for the purpose of enabling the NG-RAN to perform optimal mobility target selection by taking high importance slices into account. As per such solution, it should not be required that the Target NSSAI shall include a Rejected NSSAI as well as it should be possible to signal the Target NSSAI in appropriate NGAP messages such as the UE context Modification Request and the Path Switch Request Acknowledge. 
RAN3 has concluded that the solution described above is beneficial. Therefore, RAN3 would like to ask SA2 whether this solution can be specified as part of Rel18 to optimise slice-based mobility target selection.
