	To understand the CR change - “The UE Context Release procedure should be initiated upon reception of a UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message with the release cause different than user inactivity or AS RAI” and “The UE Context Release procedure should be initiated upon reception of a UE CONTEXT RELEASE REQUEST message with release cause user inactivity or AS RAI and there is no pending MT traffic or downlink signaling, refer to TS 23.502”, it is appreciated to have answers to the two questions:
1 – here the AS RAI is referring to which cause value in our NGAP spec? It is better to make it  clearer. 
2 – does the “pending MT traffic” mean that after the NG-RAN node sends the UE context release request message to the AMF,  it can receive the DL data directly mfrom the UPF, thus it will terminate the UE context release procedure? 

Ericsson Reply:
First of all, the text proposed in the CR is aligning to SA2 specification.

1. AS RAI is also used in SA2 specification as quoted.
2. Pending MT Traffic” is also wording in SA2 specification. The case could be ( but not limited) that after AMF has received the context release request, or at the same time it receives it, there are DL data, thus AMF will not proceed the UE context Release ( as it did before), but perform e.g. PDU session resource setup
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
