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1 Introduction

The discussion was raised from the contribution R3-001808 Handling of Two Non Supported Core Functionality from Ericsson.

2 Discussion

Three different alternative was discussed for identifying non core functionality.

1. Going through the specs (procedure per procedure and IE per IE).

2. Declare all present functions in the specs as core function and let each company contribute on what they think is non core.

It was agreed that the second alternative is a lot worse than the first altenative, because it is not recognising that there are faults and unclarities in the present specs regarding non core functionality.

The non core functions are to be classified according to:

1. Function can be ignored, if it is not supported.

2. Function shall be rejected, if not supported.

When the list is done, it should be agreed and after that CRs should be provided.

Three different alternative was discussed for who should identifiy the non core functions.

1. Each company goes through all specs.

2. Specs or procedures are assigned to companies.

3. The rapporteurs goes through thier respective spec and lists the functions that they are considering as non core and to classify them.

For doing the CRs it was proposed that they are assigned to different companies.

The specs to be examined are 25.413, 25.419, 25.423 and 25.433.
