Accommodation during the Meeting

The venue of the meeting will be the Steigenberger hotel in Berlin, which is located very close to the famous shopping street ‘Kurfürstendamm’ and the ‘Kaiser Wilhelm Memorial Church’, one of the distinctive signs of Berlin beside the ‘Brandenburg Gate’. In the map above, the Steigenberger hotel is marked with a red circle, while all the other recommended hotels, located near the meeting venue, are marked with a blue circle, respectively.

Travel to the Hotel

The hotel is located about 10 km from the airport Tegel. There is no train connection at the airport, but you can use either the express bus X9 or the bus 109. After about 20 minutes both lines stop at the station ’Zoologischer Garten’, which is located close (ca. 400 m) to the meeting venue, see the map above.

Alternatively, for your convenience it is recommended to take a taxi to the hotel, which costs about 25-30 DM. Please, ensure that you have enough cash with you, since many taxies in Germany do not yet accept credit cards.
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To plan your route during your stay in Berlin, please refer to the enclosed pdf-file, which includes the complete local railway system.

Restaurants

During the meeting, you are invited to Lunch which is served in the Steigenberger hotel. On Wednesday evening, a sightseeing tour is organized on the river ‘Spree’, which includes dinner.
