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SA4 would like to thank CN1 for their LS (N1-000974 = S4-000360) on codec types for different access technologies.

SA4 is willing to include the coding for the Supported Codec Lists for CC signalling within TS 26.103, as proposed by CN1. The corresponding Change Request is under preparation and will be sent to CN1 for information. SA4 therefore asks CN1 to change their reference in TS 24.008 from TS 28.062 (TFO) to TS 26.103 (Codec List).

SA4 is, however, still undecided whether to move the Coding for the Supported Codec List used in TS 28.062 for TFO purposes to TS 26.103 as well. Both codings follow the same principles, but are slightly different due to other constraints. SA4 will inform CN1 when the decision is taken.

SA4 confirms CN1´s assumption that all UEs shall support all Codec Modes for the existing Codec Types (if these Codec Types are supported by the UE) and that therefore the inclusion of the Supported Codec Set (SCS) in uplink CC signalling is not required. The signalling of the Active Codec Set (ACS) in downlink is not required as SA4 understands that RAB assignment takes care of this (implicitly).

SA4 is, however, not in the position to confirm that a similar assumption can be taken already now for all future Codec Types and suggests that this is considered on a case by case basis in future.
