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Abstract


This contribution proposes to reflect establishment of the new R00 work task “Migration to Modification procedure” to subclause 8.3 “ Handling of other new capabilities in Q.2630.2” in draft TR 25.934 V0.2.0.

1. Introduction


A new R00 work task “Migration to Modification procedure” was established at the last 20th – 22nd September TSG RAN#9 meeting to make successful migration from the tentative procedure with establish new one and release old one to the modification procedure.
2. Discussion


Subclause 8.3 “Handling of other new capabilities in Q.2630.2” in TR 25.934 V0.2.0 tentatively restricts to utilize “Modification of AAL type 2 connection resources (link characteristics)” capability one of new capabilities of Q.2630.2 referred in TR 25.934 “QoS optimization”. Now the modification procedure issue was transferred to the newly established R00 work task “Migration to Modification procedure”. Proposed revised text in Annex of this contribution intends to reflect the change of the circumstances.

3. Conclusion and Proposal

This contribution proposes to reflect establishment of the new R00 work task “Migration to Modification procedure” to subclause 8.3 “ Handling of other new capabilities in Q.2630.2” in draft TR 25.934 V0.2.0.
