General Information
Windsor

[image: image9.png]The Royal Borough of Windsor is mainly rural and contains 1,000 acres of land held by the National Trust in the north, and almost 5,000 areas of Crown land to the south. Reading has some of the loveliest country in the Middle Thames, and edges onto the Chiltern spur.   "Windlesora" stood on the present site of the village of Old Windsor and is where Windsor owes its origin. It is thought to have been founded in the 7th Century. Its Saxon name probably means the bank (ora) with winding gear (windles). 

Old Windsor was a royal manor during the Saxon period and in the 11th Century the Great Councils of England met there. William I built a motte and bailey castle on high ground some two miles north of the Saxon town following the Norman Conquest in 1066. The castle was being used as a royal residence by the reign of Henry I. 

Windsor Castle their principal residence for sovereigns of this country for almost 900 years. The first Monarch to assume the surname "Windsor " was King George V in 1917. 

Not until the 19th & 20th Centuries have new industries of high-tech and tourism appeared in Windsor.

Directions

From Central London

Car: Take the M4 to junction 6, then proceed on the A332 towards Windsor and follow signs towards the town centre.

Train: Frequent service from London.  Either from Waterloo Station to Windsor and Eton Riverside Station (4 minutes walk), or from Paddington Station to Slough, then change to a train for Windsor and Eton Central Station (1 minute walk).

From Heathrow Airport
Car: 15 minutes drive (via M25/M4 motorways); directions from the M4 as above.

From Gatwick Airport 

Car: Proceed on the M25 to junction 15 with the M4 and then follow signs to Slough/Windsor, as above.

Train: Gatwick Express to London Victoria, then London Underground (Circle Line) to Paddington, then as above.

Voltage

The UK uses 240V (50Hz) electricity supply. Unlike the rest of Europe, the connectors are not 2-pin, so you’ll probably need an adapter.
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
