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Abstract


An ad hoc meeting for the Rel4 WI “Migration to Modification procedure” was held in parallel with the R3#18 closing plenary at 8 – 11 AM on 19th January 2001 chaired by Takayuki Yoshimura (Japan Telecom), Rapporteur for the WI. The ad hoc meeting had 8 participants and treated 7 TDs allocated. As a consequence of the discussion, the ad hoc meeting agreed to submit the first draft TR 25.954 to R3#18 closing plenary to be approved as V0.1.0. The ad hoc meeting recognizes the draft TR has no open issue to start CR work at the R3 QoS&Mod ad hoc meeting in February.
1. Input TDs and dispositions

R3-010014
Proposed revised R00 work task title (JT)

This contribution proposes to replace the current WI title “Migration to Modification procedure” with “Introduction of transport bearer modification procedure on Iub, Iur, and Iu” which indicates the object of the modification procedure. The attached revised WI sheet also reflects the editorial improvement pointed out at the last R3#17 meeting that the term “tentative procedure” shall be “Release 99 procedure” or “alternative procedure”.

Disposition: Agreed that the WI title is “Transport bearer modification procedure on Iub, Iur, and Iu” and the term “Release 2000” shall be changed to “Release 4”. The revised WI sheet shall be reported to R3#18 plenary and then TSG RAN#11 meeting.

This contribution proposes revised ToC of TR 25.954 reflecting the suggestions given at R3#17 meeting; Restructuring the ToC in clauses Requirements, Study area, and Agreements. Term “Tentative procedure” shall be “Release 99 procedure” and “Moment of transport bearer change” shall be “Timing to transport bearer change”.

Disposition: Agreed with the change of the WI title and the subclause title 5.1 shall be Coexistence with Release 99. The revised ToC shall be the start point for further study.

Transport bearer characteristics modification requirements (LME)
This contribution outlines the general requirements for the solution to solve inefficient bandwidth utilisation and unnecessary signalling in Rel99 procedure.
Disposition: The proposed requirement text is agreed with one modification that The solution shall support the possibility to change the transport bearer Link characteristics. Title of TR 25.954 V0.0.0 (R3-010016) clause 4 shall be changed to “Rational”, and the 3 requirements shall be retained in new clause 5 “Requirement” with the modification.

Introduction of Q.2630 CS2 for Transport Bearer Characteristics Modification (LME)

This contribution proposes the introduction of Q.2630.2 (CS2) as the solution for the modification procedure, and outlines the principles of bandwidth modification with help of CS2.
Disposition: it is regarded that the intention of the proposed text is covered by the proposed text of subclauses 5.1 and 5.2 in R3-010015.

Transport Bearer Characteristics Modification: Examples of Iub and Iur Signalling procedures (LME)

This contribution describes some basic signalling example procedures when modifying transport bearer bandwidth. Both increase of the bandwidth (upswitch) and decrease of the bandwidth (downswitch) are described for the cases where both Iur and Iub support CS2 modification.
Disposition: It is agreed to retain the proposed figures as in new subclause 5.5 “Example signalling procedure” of draft TR 25.954. LME was requested to submit a proposed Rel4 CR reflecting this example signalling procedure to TR 25.931 “Example signalling procedure” subclauses 7.8 and 7.14 to R3 QoS&Mod ad hoc meeting in February.

Disposition: Proposal in R3-010145 was adopted. This proposal excludes the possible re-selection of AAL2 path/re-routing with Rel99, or it always needs to carry Binding ID in advance even modification procedure is supported at the interface for the possible re-selection or re-routing use.
