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1. Discussion

It has come to our attention that there may exist some discrepancies between the stage 2 requirements on the architecture and the stage 3 specification of what is currently possible in the R99 UTRAN for the Iu-bc interface.

In 25.410 v3.3.0 "UTRAN Iu Interface: General Aspects and Principles" the following extracts are included:

§4.1.1 specifies: "There may be multiple Iu interfaces (Iu-BC) from an RNC towards the Broadcast domain".

§4.1.2 specifies: "For the BC domain, each UTRAN Access Point may be connected to one or more CN Access Points."

In 23.041 v3.3.0 "Technical realization of Cell Broadcast Service (CBS)" the followings is also specified:

§6 "BSC/RNC Functionality" specifies: "The BSC/RNC shall interface to only one CBC".

Equally, in 23.002 v3.4.0  "Network architecture", it is stated that:

§4a.5.1 specifies: "Note: Whether it should be possible that an RNC is connected to at least two CBCs at the same time (the "normal" one as in GSM and a second one for LCS) is for further study and depends on the solution taken for LCS."

2. Decision

A decision is required on whether an LS should be sent to S2 in-order to align the 23 series with the 25 series with respect to the above-mentioned discrepancies; or R3 should update the 25 series to align with the 23 series.
