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1 Introduction

During RAN#12, an agreement was made by TSG RAN plenary regarding the IP version issue. This contribution proposes the wording of the agreement to reflect the TSG RAN decision.

2 Description

T-doc R3-012034 [5] proposes a modified version of the text agreed upon in the TSG RAN#12.  This contribution makes some minor corrections in order to ensure that the intention of the TSG RAN statement is clear in the Technical report.  It should also be noted that TSG RAN endorsed the RAN3 decision to make Ipv6 mandatory and Ipv4 optional.

3 Proposal

1. Remove the current text and add the following text in section 7.15, ”IP Version issues”.

"The UTRAN nodes terminating the R5 IP UTRAN interfaces shall support IP version 6 [2].  Support for Ipv4[3] is optional. This does not prevent single stack operation (IP version 4 [3] or IP version 6 [2]) in an operator’s network. Because of the transition period it is felt preferable that dual stack support is the best way to evolve to Ipv6.”

“The decision is then left for the operator taking into account the potential interworking or performance consequences.”
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
