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SA2 wishes to inform the CN4 WG that after debating your LS on adding a RANAP cause to the Relocation Cancel Request, it decided that the RANAP cause field handling be removed in Release 99 of TS 23.060. The reason for inclusion of the Relocation Cancel procedure in R99 of TS 23.060 was due to misalignment of TS 29.060 with stage 2 with respect to usage of GTP-C Relocation Cancel message, which didn’t correspond to any stage 2 procedures. 

However, in order to remove the RANAP cause field from the R4 and R5, SA2 would like to consult RAN3 whether the RANAP cause field values shall be passed from the source RNC to the target RNC via core network during active SRNS Relocation procedure, if conditions for cancellation occur. TS 25.413 defines the Relocation Cancel message, but doesn’t specify the RANAP cause values. It is expected that these values will be specified for R4 and R5. 

The appropriate change request against R99 TS 23.060 is attached in Tdoc S2-012458.
