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1. Overall Description:


This LS is in response to R3-012780_S2-012457 which was treated during RAN3 #24 in New York.  There were two items discussed within the LS.

The first item  was S2 informing N4 that S2 will remove the RANAP Cause IE from the RELOCATION CANCEL REQUEST as currently specified in TS 23.060 for Release 99. This change was indicated by S2 in the CR in Tdoc S2-012458.  R3 wishes to inform S2 (and N4) that R3 is in agreement with this CR for R99.

The second item was S2 consulting R3 whether these values of Cause IE sent by source RNC should be passed thru the CN network towards the target RNS in the Relocation Cancel scenario, for R4 and R5.  Or in fact if the same approach used in R99 can be applied towards R4 and R5. It was also pointed out by S2 that the current RANAP does not specify cause values for Relocation Cancel procedure.  R3 wishes to inform S2 (and N4) that R3 will undertake and effort to specify appropriate existing cause values or create appropriate new cause values for the Relocation Cancel procedure.  However, in some preliminary investigation, R3 did discover usage of a cause value for Relocation Cancel procedure.  This description usage was in the Relocation Preparation procedure.  From RANAP Relocation Preparation section 8.6.2:

If, after RELOCATION REQUIRED message is sent and before the Relocation Preparation procedure is terminated, the source RNC receives a RANAP message initiating an other connection oriented RANAP class 1 or class 3 procedure (except IU RELEASE COMMAND message, which shall be handled normally) via the same Iu signalling connection, the source RNC shall either:

cancel the Relocation Preparation procedure i.e. execute Relocation Cancel procedure with an appropriate value for the Cause IE, e.g. "Interaction with other procedure", and after successful completion of Relocation Cancel procedure, the source RNC shall continue the initiated RANAP procedure;

For R4 and R5, RAN3 sees that it can be beneficial to pass the RANAP Cause thru the CN to the target RNS. The “catchall” solution of “Relocation Cancelled” as described in the CR S2-012458 would not give enough information to the target RNS, i.e. the specific cause information if passed thru CN, may be used e.g. for performance statistics.
