WG RAN3 thanks WG RAN1 for LS on HS-SCCH PO, TSGR1#25(02)0685.

Currently, there is a discussion in RAN3 regarding the choice of signalling method for the update of the HS-SCCH power offset in Node B.

The choice of the signalling methods depends on whether it is required to update the HS-SCCH PO at every active set change, or it is enough to update the offset only upon entering or exiting Soft HO state. 

If it is required to update the offset at every active set change, a new user plane message on Iub/Iur is required. 

TSG RAN3 would like to get TSG RAN1’s opinion on whether the gains of updating the HS-SCCH power offset due to change of active set size (number of RLs > 2) are significant enough in order to introduce a new message on user plane for HSDPA, which would be the only HSDPA parameter so far to be signalled via user plane.

RAN WG3 kindly asks RAN WG1 to evaluate the gains of updating the HS-SCCH PO and whether it is required to update the offset at every active set change.
