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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks RAN1 for their LS on Phase Reference Signalling (R1-02-1013) pointing out some missing parts in Iub/Iur signalling.
It is RAN3's assumption that the decision of which S-CPICH is used as a phase reference by the UE is an RNC decision. In Release 5, the RNC does not have any means to track the Cell Portion in which the UE is. So, the RNC does not have the means to make a decision and inform the UE and the Node B if e.g. the UE moves to a different Cell portion and should use a different S-CPICH.

Thus, the current status in RAN3 is that:

· Signalling support is provided in Release 5 for the case where the P-CPICH or the dedicated pilots are used as phase reference.

· Signalling support is postponed for the case where the S-CPICH is used  as a phase reference. 

According to the last LS on beamforming enhancements received from RAN1 (R1-02-1261), the Work Item "Beamforming Enhancements" will provide, in Release 6, the means to the RNC to make such a decision as described above.
