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The list of changes shown below have been incorporated into the version (R2-030122) that was endorsed by RAN2/3 #34:

· “Change History” section was completed.

· Update of MAC Architecture TS figures 2,3 and 4 from contribution R2-030010, plus changing of the text that refers to FACH in 5.3.2 and 5.3.3 (from “FACH” to “transport channel e.g. FACH”: change reflects that FACH has not been selected yet by RAN2).

· Expansion and addition of the following text (copied/pasted from RAN2#34 meeting minutes) in a new sub-section 5.1.4:

Group notification asking UEs to establish RRC connection

· Done by RNC

· Load control by “probability” factor of setting up RRC connection

· Can be on/off on a cell basis

· The RNC can release the RRC connection 

· When RRC connection is established, the list of MBMS service(s) 

· is obtained from CN on Iu.

· The possibility for the RNC to receive service Id  in the RRC conn reg is FFS. This would allow to abort the RRC connection prior to the end of the establishment. Security and integrity protection needs to be addressed. 

RNC can keep enough UEs in RRC connected modes. It can also release any RRC connection, as it wants. Group notification can be performed after the session in created onwards.
· NOTE On the TS version number. The version number “1.x.x” has been used so far, which is wrong since the TS can become “1.x.x” only once it has been presented to TSG RAN for information. The issue was raised in RAN#19 and it was decided not to correct the version number but rather to continue with the current “1.x.x”.
