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1. Overall Description

SA4 thanks SA2 for the LS on usage of UMTS bearer service attribute Maximum SDU size. In SA4 understanding, there are two issues to be considered:

a) Whether packets larger than the Maximum SDU size should be discarded or fragmented by the GGSN.

SA4 thinks that the network should fragment such packets, if the additional header overhead is not too large compared to the packet size.

b) Whether considering the increase of the minimum value for the Maximum SDU size attribute is viable from the application perspective.

The smallest packet for RTP-based applications is 74 bytes, being this the smallest AMR packet encapsulated with uncompressed RTP/UDP/IPv6.
