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RAN3 discussed handling of PMM idle-RRC connected users.  RAN3 would like to inform RAN2 that RAN3 did not find any issue with the current RAN2 agreement of signalling the MBMS Service list over Uu interface using RRC signalling.  

RAN3 also discussed an alternative to the above solution of using the Iu interface to obtain the MBMS service list.  With this proposal, the RNC will obtain the list from the SGSN when the UE becomes RRC connected towards the MSC as given in the figure below.  
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RAN3 agreed that this was also a technically correct solution.  However, there was some concern about the signalling load if the Iu procedure has to be used for every Iu-cs connection.  Using a flag on RRC to inform the RNC that the UE has joined at least one MBMS service, the signalling can be limited to these UEs.  

RAN3 concluded that this Iu signalling alternative can be considered as an optimisation of the Uu signalling load in RAN2 solution as it requires only an MBMS service join flag instead of the full MBMS Service list over Uu.   

Iu signalling option also eliminates any risk of abuse by UEs providing the wrong MBMS service list to the RNC.  

RAN3 would like to ask RAN2’s view on this optimisation of providing just an MBMS join flag over Uu and using Iu signalling to obtain the MBMS service list.

Handling Iu-flex was also discussed in relation to the Iu signalling optimisation.  RAN3 identified the need to also include, in the RRC Initial Direct Transfer messages towards the MSC, the bits of the P-TMSI required to select the SGSN.  RAN3 would also like to ask RAN2 if it sees any problem in providing this information.
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
