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1. Introduction

The duration of a MBMS session have been discussed in the past and it was agreed by SA2 that the duration of a MBMS session could be provided by the BM-SC[1][2] and included in RANAP. This have been included in 23.246[4].
This contribution discuss and propose the content of this MBMS Session Duration IE in the MBMS SESSION START REQUEST message.
2. Discussion
The MBMS Session Duration IE is the period of time expected between the Session Start and the Session Stop messages. 

The MBMS Session Duration IE may be included in the MBMS SESSION START REQUEST message, and if present, the UTRAN may use it for radio resource management purpose.
The coding of the MBMS Session Duration IE is shown in Table 1 below.

The value “0” means the duration is not provided.

The length of 4 octets and the definition of the unit (second) are the one referring to 29.061[5]. 4 octets can represent up to 136 years. If it is too much, then it can be only 2 octets (up to 18 hours).

5.6.3.2.2.2 MBMS Session Duration IE
