Introduction

The RAN3 protocol specifications that make use of ASN.1 currently refers to ITU-T Recommendations version 12/97. This version is however superseded by the ITU-T version 07/2002, which is the ITU-T version currently in force.

Discussion

The RAN3 specifications don’t use any of the new functions that has been added to the ITU-T specifications after currently referenced version 12/97. RAN2 has however already made use of the "BIT STRING (CONTAINING xxxxx...)" construction that is defined in the 07/2002 version. This construct is however not supported in the currently referenced version 12/97. 

Ericsson has submitted CRs on 25.331 for RAN2#45 that propose to replace the current reference to the superseded version 12/97 of the ITU-T Recommendations by the currently in force version 07/2002. 

Since RAN3 does not make use of any new functionality in the 07/2002 version, the only problem in RAN3 is the outdated version references. According to Ericsson’s view this is not serious enough to mandate an update of versions before Rel5. We would however be in favour for an update of the current RAN3 specifications from Rel5 and onwards.

Conclusion

If RAN3 finds it useful to also update the reference of superseded ITU-T Recommendations in the RAN3 specifications (25.413, 25.419, 25.423, 25,433 and 25.453) then Ericsson is willing to provide CRs. 
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
