During Time-Consuming Procedures (TCP) other procedures shall be processed according to Table X.1. 'Mandated' procedures shall be executed immediately and replied first. 'Not allowed' procedures shall not be executed and shall be failed immediately with 'busy' error code. 'Allowed' procedures may be executed immediately and replied first. If the 'allowed' procedures are not executed immediately, they shall be immediately failed with the 'busy' error code. 
During all not Time-Consuming Procedures, all the procedures shall be blocked which means they are responded immediately with busy response message.
