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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has recently decided to add the Number of Idle mode Ues parameter in the Session Start message in the Iu interface. SA2 has assumed that this would help the counting procedure in the RAN (to set the initial PF and decide ptp/ptm) and enables more efficient RAN resource setup.
The equivalent CR to RANAP specification has been presented in tdoc R3-050214 at the RAN3#46 meeting. The RAN3 has discussed the CR and couldn’t conclude on the benefits of having the Number of Idle mode Ues IE in the RNC in Session Start

The benefits brought by the two supporting companies, and on which RAN3 could not get consensus, were that it could be used potentially for the following cases:

· to optimise the PF calculation for Idle mode UEs (Idle mode UEs has own PF)

· to calculate the RNC load during the initial counting phase caused by the RRC signalling connection attempts. The Load can be calculated by the following formula: Load (RRC signalling connection attempts) in initial phase=PF*Number of Idle mode UEs

· also to enable more accurate statistics collection in RNC

· to speed up the counting process in case of low number of idle mode UEs (e.g. by setting an appropriate PF)

RAN3 has also consulted RAN2, and RAN2 replied (in R3-050446) that RAN2 sees some benefit of the number of Idle mode UEs, but also notices that parameter should be used only when appropriate, because of the unexpected distribution of UEs.

TSG RAN3 would like therefore inform TSG SA2 that considering the risk of reported unexpected distribution of UEs, RAN3 finally couldn’t agree on the benefits of including the Number of Idle Mode UEs indication in the MBMS Session Start over Iu. 

2. Actions:
