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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN3 has decided at RAN3#49 to enable transfer SI/PSI information in the Target BSS to Source BSS container from target BSC to source RNC to decouple PS handover with the NACC/RIM feature. RAN3 has drafted the RANAP CR where the SI/PSI information structured in a BSSGP format is passed transparently as an octet string over RANAP within this Target BSS to source BSS transparent Container.
For RIM supporting RNC, the RNC can interpret the BSSGP structure of SI/PSI information, and can thus retrieve the individual blocks and encode them in the existing RRC choice structure (Choice "GERAN System Info Type") of the RRC message HO FROM UTRAN COMMAND. So no issue.

However, for non-RIM supporting RNC, the SRNC are not supposed to understand the BSSGP structure and this issue leads to two possible options:
· in the first option, it is believed that SRNC needs to decode the BSSGP structure to retrieve the individual blocks and to include them in the existing RRC choice structure of HO FROM UTRAN COMMAND message that is sent to the UE,

· in the second option, the container could be passed as received also transparently by RRC in an RRC bit string container (currently not existing) to the UE so that the task to retrieve the individual blocks out of the BSSGP structure is left to the UE.
There were discussions in RAN3 whether the second option should be preferred because it is simpler for SRNC. But it would request a change in RRC specification to include a new container in the HO FROM UTRAN COMMAND message.
RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 if they can do such a CR for option 2 before agreeing on the RAN3 CR.
