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1. Overall Description
During RAN4#40 meeting in Tallinn, RAN4 has discussed how to specify the accuracy requirements of RTT and PRACH propagation delay to support extended cell range scenario [1]. Several proposals on extending the WCDMA cell range, varying between 120 km to 200 km, were presented in RAN4#40. RAN4 has arrived at the following conclusions:
· It has been agreed to specify the accuracy requirements for extended RTT and PRACH propagation delay for cell range up to 180 km.

· The accuracy requirements for extended RTT and PRACH propagation delay shall be  ( 0.5 chip and 2 chips respectively, which are the same as for the normal range (i.e. current requirements).

· The extended RTT and PRACH propagation delay accuracy requirements shall be specified as optional. This means only Node B to be deployed in extended cell range will have to fulfil the extended requirements.

· The signalling or reporting ranges of extended RTT and extended PRACH propagation delay can be larger than the guaranteed accuracy range. This is also the case with several Node B measurement performance requirements in RAN4 [2].  
2. Actions to:

RAN2:
RAN4 kindly requests RAN2 to consider RAN4 agreements when extending the signaling range of RTT and inform RAN4 about the decision. RAN4 will specify the measurement report mapping accordingly.
RAN3:
RAN4 kindly requests RAN3 to consider RAN4 agreements when extending the signaling range of RTT and PRACH propagation delay and inform RAN4 about the decision. RAN4 will specify the measurement report mapping accordingly.
