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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to thank RAN1 for their liaison statement on feedback regarding the concepts for “Continuous connectivity for packet data users”
During RAN3#53 meeting in Tallinn, RAN3 discussed about the possible RAN3 impacts on all concepts which have been proposed for WI: Continuous Connectivity for Packet Data Users based on the requested in R3-060987.
We have reached the followings conclusions which are applicable to all concepts.

- There are no critical problems for implementing the feature from architecture point of view.
- There are some impacts to RNSAP/NBAP, however, no new messages need to be introduced.
- There are no impacts to IurIub Frame Protocols
- Further detailed discussions are expected for the definition of actual parameters and also functional splits (eg the parameter is UE-specific (SRNC controls) or cell-specific (CRNC controls)) etc for some concepts, however, the discussion should be done only for concepts that RAN1 finally selected at later stage.
