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1 Introduction
In this paper, Location Report specific procedures are discussed, focusing on the problem with the current "Location Report Control" and "Location Report" messages. This document discusses the problem and proposes a possible way to solve it.
2 Problems 
Here we illustrate a typical scenario with respect to the current "Location Report Control" and "Location Report" messages as the following Fig 1. 
LOCATION REPORTING CONTROL 0 is sent out from CN to RNC, while the corresponding LOCATION REPORT 0 is responded from RNC but lost in the Iu interface. In terms of the current specification, CN could not be aware of this, and send another LOCATION REPORTING CONTROL 1 with the same Request Type as that of LOCATION REPORTING CONTROL 0. When LOCATION REPORT 1 arrives at CN successfully, the CN will deem it as the response of LOCATION REPORTING CONTROL 0. Thus, the problem occurs with the wrong response.

This scenario could depict the reason for change in CRs as follows:
SGSN/MSC may initiate multiple Location Report Control almost simultaneously due to multiple location services which may be initiated by GMLC or SGSN/MSC. But unfortunately, according to the present 25.413, SGSN/MSC may fail to associate each Location Report with corresponding Location Report Control just by the IE of “Request Type” in both “Location Report Control” and “Location Report” messages.
SGSN/MSC could fail to associate each “Location Report” received from RNC with corresponding “Location Report Control” sent from SGSN/MSC if SGSN/MSC initiate multiple requests for information on the location of a given UE with the same “Request Type” almost simultaneously. Consequently, this conflict could cause the failure of related Location Services.
3 Solution to the problem
The following solution to the above problem is proposed. 
It might not be hard to know that the fundamental reason causing the mismatching problem is lack of certain IE to be able to associate Location Report with its corresponding Location Report Control. Here the “Reference Number” IE is introduced to satisfy the requirement to solve the above problem which is described below.

4 Conclusions
In this contribution, we describe a typical scenario when the earlier LOCATION REPORT is lost the CN might misunderstand the latter one as the corresponding response. It is proposed to use both LOCATION REPORTING CONTROL and LOCATION REPORT messages including the “Reference Number” IE to solve the problem well. The corresponding CRs is in R3-061705 and R3-061706.
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
