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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed and analysed how to minimize data losses during IRAT handover to/from LTE within 3GPP accesses.

RAN3 reached a conclusion at its RAN3#55bis meeting, and would like to inform SA2 and RAN2 about the following:

1. Data forwarding will be the primary mechanism to be used for minimizing data losses during IRAT handover. This solution was seen as superior and less complex given the decision on PDCP termination in the eNodeB.

2. Forwarding will be performed to/from eNodeB and RAN3 assumes that information on how (e.g. using an IE similar to RANAPs “RAB subject to forwarding list”) and to which tunnel end point(s) data shall be forwarded is provided via the EPC from/to the eNodeB.
3. RAN3 discussed which node(s) that should control the usage of data forwarding, but RAN3 did not conclude on that topic.
2. Actions:

Q1: RAN3 would like to ask SA2, RAN2, and GERAN2 to take note of their decision concerning data forwarding.

Q2: RAN3 would like to ask SA2, RAN2 and GERAN2 about their opinion on which node(s) can control data forwarding in 3G

Q3: RAN3 would like to ask SA2, RAN2 and GERAN2 if similar principles as the answer on Q2 should be kept in LTE/SAE

Q4: RAN3 would like in particular to ask SA2, RAN2 and GERAN2 if EPC should be allowed to change the information passed through EPC (i.e. manipulating the TEID w/o removing RABid )
