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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform and get some feedback from RAN2 about a proposal discussed in RAN3#56 related to the introduction of the Source Statistics Descriptor QoS attribute in NBAP signalling for HSPA.

The RNC can already send to the Node B some parameters that characterize an HSDPA priority queue (e.g. Scheduling Priority Indicator, Discard Timer, Guaranteed Bit Rate) or an E-DCH logical channel (e.g. Scheduling Priority Indicator, Guaranteed Bit Rate). These parameters may be used by the Node B scheduler.

In addition to these parameters, it was proposed to allow the RNC to send the Source Statistics Descriptor to the Node B scheduler in order to explicitly indicate if the statistics of the data carried on an HSDPA priority queue or E-DCH logical channel correspond to “speech”, “RRC” or “unknown” data. 
Some companies consider that the use of the Source Statistics Descriptor QoS attribute at the Iub interface, identifying the RRC and speech flows that request specific scheduling, may improve the performance of the scheduler and also of the enhanced features that have been introduced in Rel-7, such as CPC. Other companies consider that the Node B packet scheduler may not get significant gain with additional parameter, i.e, signalling the Source Statistics Descriptor QoS attribute at the Iub interface  and this parameter was not originally defined to be used by the radio resource scheduler..
RAN3 could not agree on the benefits of the Source Statistics Descriptor QoS attribute and RAN2 guidance would be helpful to decide the need for signalling the Source Statistics Descriptor QoS attribute over the Iub interface, depending on the gain / improvement that such parameter would bring if used by the Node B scheduler.

2. Actions
To RAN2: 
RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to analyse the proposal for signalling the Source Statistics Descriptor QoS attribute at the Iub interface and provide RAN3 with some advice about the usefulness of such proposal.
