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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA WG2 thank TSG RAN WG3 for their LS on Area and Access Restrictions. TSG SA WG2 discussed the cases identified in the LS for signalling handover restrictions from MME to eNB and want to provide following answers. 

SA2 confirms RAN3’s assumption about shared network scenarios.  At S1 connection setup the MME signals to the eNB handover restriction information, which is the PLMN-Id of the PLMN that serves the UE.
SA2 confirms RAN’s assumption about regional roaming restrictions. At S1 connection setup the MME signals to the eNB handover restriction information, which is a list of forbidden TAs. It is assumed that only neighbouring forbidden TAs need to be signalled to the eNB. With any TA Update the MME may signal to the eNB an updated list of forbidden TAs.
SA2 confirms RAN’s assumption about inter 3GPP-RAT access restrictions. At S1 connection setup the MME signals to the eNB handover restriction information, which indicates forbidden RAs or forbidden RATs. With any TA Update the MME may signal to the eNB an updated list of forbidden RAs.
SA2 support RAN3’s preference of not adopting the UTRAN SNA mechanism. The SNA may signal to the RNC a very large number of areas that the UE is allowed to access. SA2 do also not prefer a similar concept of signalling all areas that the UE is not allowed to access. The signalling should be reduced to a reasonable number of neighbouring forbidden TAs. The list of forbidden TAs in the eNB is updated by the MME when the UE performs a TA Update.

The summary of handover restrictions is as identified by RAN3. The eNB receives handover restrictions from the MME, which indicate the serving PLMN, forbidden neighbouring TAs or LAs or it indicates forbidden RATs.

In addition to the handover restriction questions RAN3 reported discussions on the provision of location information by the eNB at attach / service request, which is a globally unique E-UTRAN cell id. RAN3 asked whether e.g. a RAN node id would be sufficient to serve SA2’s needs. SA2 assume a RAN node ID would not be sufficient.
