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Introduction
This contribution deals with aspects regarding the Initial Context Setup procedure. One aspect is related to the transport of NAS messages in the Initial Context Response message. Based on TS 23.401 it is analysed in the document for which mobility management procedures NAS messages need to be transferred on the S1 interface within the Initial Context Response message. Another aspect is related to the user plane handling during the Initial Context Setup.

Discussion

2.1
Attach procedure
For the Attach procedure in [1] in step 17 it is explicitly stated that the Attach Accept message (NAS level) is transferred in the Initial Context Setup Request message via the S1 interface to the eNB in the NAS PDU IE. The NAS message Attach Accept is then transported via RRC signaling to the UE. 

The response Attach Complete on NAS level needs to be sent via the S1 interface back to the MME. Due to the fact that the Initial Context Setup procedure has been used in the course of the attach procedure it is more than obvious to transport the Attach Complete on NAS level within the Initial Context Setup Response to the MME: 

Consequently it is proposed to introduce a NAS PDU IE in the Initial Context Response message too, to carry the Attach Complete message to the MME: 
2.2

Idle to Active (UE triggered Service Request)

For the UE triggered service request the Initial Context Setup procedure is used as well. But there is no response message on NAS level for the Service Request procedure needed. 

For this scenario the Initial Context Response message does not include a NAS PDU IE. 
2.3
TAU case and “active flag” is set

For the tracking area update the special case when the “active flag” is set in the TAU Request message needs to be considered. For this case in [1] it is stated that the “message the user plane setup procedure can be activated in conjunction with the TAU Accept message” 

Furthermore it is stated in [1] that the message flow for the TAU should be the same as for the UE triggered Service Request procedure beginning with the step when the MME stablishes the bearer(s). 

From that statement it can be concluded that the TAU Accept is transported in the Initial Context Request and consequently it can be assumed that the TAU Complete could be transferred in the Initial Context Response message. 

3
Proposal

This paper considered the Initial Context Setup procedure in conjunction with mobility management scenarios. The outcome of the paper is that the Initial Context Setup Response message needs to be extended by a NAS PDU IE to transport 

· the ATTACH COMPLETE for the attach procedure 

and 

· the TAU COMPLETE for the TAU procedure if the “active flag” was set in the TAU Request message. 

For the Idle to Active mode transition no NAS PDU is transferred in the Initial Context Setup Response. 

It is proposed to agree on the inclusion of the NAS PDU IE in the Initial Context Response message. The corresponding updates for TS 36.413 are provided in R3-080170. 
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
