Functions of X2AP

The X2AP protocol provides the following functions:

-
Mobility Management. This function allows the eNB to move the responsibility of a certain UE to another eNB. Forwarding of user plane data is a part of the mobility management.

-
Load Management. This function allows the eNBs to indicate overload and traffic load to eachother.

-
Reporting of General Error Situations. This function allows reporting of general error situations, for which function specific error messages have not been defined.
· X2 interface setup.  This function allows exchanging application level data needed for two eNodeBs to interoperate correctly over the X2 interface.
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
