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1. Introduction:

Considerable discussion has taken place during RAN3 #62 on the subject of X2 Load Balancing and Resource Status Exchange procedure. 
This document attempts to summarize main agreements of the Load Balancing procedure based on the discussion during RAN3#62..

2  Summary of agreements on requirements on protocol design 
2.1 Resource Status Report

 It has been agreed that only periodic reporting should be configured by means of Resource Status Request message the range of the periodicity is FFS).
The Resource Status Request configures several measurements object to be reported in a single Resource Status Request message.
It is FFS if the Resource Status Update shall be able to report, the measurements object required by the Resource Status Request message, in a single message. 
2.2 Load Indication

The HW load and the S1 TNL load reporting are based on few small code points number which includes "Overload"

The HW load measurements object is reported at cell level (eNB level reporting is FFS).
The S1 TNL load measurements object is reported at node level (it is FFS to report it at cell level).
The Radio Load (PRB measurement reporting definition in Resource Status Update message should be specified with regards of RAN2 response on “LS on Load balancing signalling on QCI” [7].
Both S1 TNL and Radio Load (PRB) resource usage are subject to a direction indication  (It is FFS if the HW Load resource usage should also be subject a direction indication). 

3. Proposal

It is proposed that the contents of Section 2 be agreed upon to form the basis of future contributions in the development of this feature in future meetings. 
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
