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1. Introduction
This document gives an update of issue list for TS36.412 and TS36.422 (as attached), and discusses the outstanding issue.
2. Discussion
The outstanding issues from the attached list are as the following:

Issue 1: FFS on the S1 signalling bearer function: “Support of load sharing”
This function was added in the first attempt of drafting the S1 Signalling Transport specification for E-UTRAN, where much of the texts were taken from Signalling Transport for UTRAN.

The main signaling transport for E-UTRAN is SCTP. SCTP by itself does not support a load sharing function [1][2]. The multihoming feature which allows one SCTP endpoint to support having several IP addresses, is used mainly for IP path redundancy, and is not used for sharing load between the IP path. 
Proposal 1: “Support of load sharing” function should be removed.

Issue 2: FFS on the S1 signalling bearer function: “Support of dynamic S1-MME configuration”
This function was added in the same time when there was a discussion on redirection of IP address within one SCTP endpoint (RFC5061). Reading it now, it is not clear what it refers to, and the discussion on redirection of IP Address within one SCTP endpoint in [2] was not concluded. 
Proposal 2: It is proposed to remove this function from Rel.8.
Issue 3: PPI Value for S1AP and X2AP

According to [1] the PPI value for S1AP is 18, but the PPI value for X2AP is not yet registered. 
3. Summary 
It is proposed to discuss the abovementioned issue 1 and 2, and to agree on the proposal. The concerned CR is provided in [3].
